From construction of new 
infrastructure to maintenance or up-
grading of existing, ecological 
survey and assessment are often 
essential.  
 
As a multi disciplinary ecological 
consultancy E3 has the necessary 
range of skills in-house to 
undertake a broad range of 
ecological survey, from routing 
studies and initial ecological 
appraisal surveys designed to 
identify key constraints, to the 
detailed species specific surveys 
required where protected species 
may be affected by the proposed 
works. 
 
Over the past eight years E3 has 
been involved in a large number of 
projects for utility companies, 
ranging from major new high 
voltage overhead line schemes, 
through smaller scale power and 
pipe line projects to minor 
maintenance works that lie close to 
badger setts or newt ponds. 

The E3 team includes specialists in 
a wide variety of disciplines 
including freshwater ecologists, 
ornithologists, botanists and those 
with particular expertise in protected 
species.   
 
We have monitored otter holts near 
a proposed water treatment works, 
moved crayfish for an underground 
power cable, surveyed freshwater 
pearl mussel for a water abstraction 
point and undertaken numerous bat 
surveys at utilities buildings. 
 
Where protected species may be 
affected by works, experience of the 
licensing process and mitigation 
design are often essential in 
ensuring the smooth running of a 
project. E3 has particular 
experience in these areas, both on 
a species by species basis and on a 
larger scale such as where works 
may affect a nationally or 
internationally designated site such 
as a SSSI or an SPA.
